CHECK-IN: Upon arrival, check in at the registration table to obtain the table assignment before moving anything into the Event
Center or Event space. The WBC will provide all exhibitors and attendees with a program, a list of exhibitors and table location at
the Event. NO exhibitors will be admitted prior to 4:00 p.m.

EXHIBITOR HOURS: Plan to arrive no earlier than 4:00 p.m. and to complete setup by 5:30 p.m. to allow for Exhibitor business-to
-business networking and purchase/sale of product prior to general admission.  Show Hours are 5:30 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. Exhibitor
may tear down the exhibit only after 8:00 p.m. Exit the premises by 9:00 p.m.

TABLES: Table assignment is at the sole discretion of the WBC. Each table will be covered in a tablecloth and skirt, and there will
be one chair per Exhibitor. Exhibitor is not permitted to hang anything on the walls. A banner may be hung on the front of the table.
Exhibitor is responsible for supplying the banner and hanging supplies. There will be no space for items to be placed between, or to
the sides of, tables. Space permitting, Exhibitor may use an easel behind the table. Exhibitor is responsible for supplying the easel.
Exhibitor must staff the table during Show Hours.

ELECTRICAL/WiFi ACCESS: If Exhibitor has requested electrical access, the WBC will use reasonable efforts to assign a table
near an outlet, and electrical access is available on a limited basis. Exhibitor is responsible for supplying extension and power cords.
Wireless internet is available for an additional cost; Exhibitor is solely responsible for all additional charges for WiFi access.

PARKING: TRAFFIC: Unload at the front of the building through the Event space doors. Once unloaded, park your vehicle in the
parking lot.

SALES; TAXES: Exhibitor is encouraged but not required to sell product at this event. Exhibitor is responsible for all sales, collec-
tions, cash and credit card transactions, and exchanges. Exhibitor is responsible for all vendor permits and all taxes including sales,
federal income and state taxes.
